Introduction
Consider these verses about do unto others…
Lev 18:17-18 | YHVH says to Moses and Israel “thou shalt love thy neighbor as thy self”
17 Thou shalt not hate thy brother in thine heart: thou shalt in any wise rebuke thy neighbor, and not suffer sin upon him. 18 Thou shalt not avenge, nor bear any grudge against the children of thy people, but thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself: I am YHVH.
Mat 7:12 | Messiah teaches from Torah the Golden Rule
Therefore all things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them: for this is the law and the prophets [Luk 6:31]
Gal 5:13-15 | Paul says the fulfilling the Torah is following the Golden Rule
13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.  14 For all the law is fulfilled [nomos Torah] in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.  15 But if ye bite and devour one another, take heed that ye be not consumed one of another.

In Galatians Paul speaks boldly regarding “Love thy neighbor as thyself” by summarizing it to mean “the law is fulfilled
”. We think of these things in an intra-generational construct, but does is this pattern applicable inter-generationally?  I say yes, why not.
