1248: s.a.tan. “Heilel” means “the shining one.”  

1249: Idiomatic expression for “an angel.”  

1250: Thrown out from heaven in eternity past.  

1251: The evil of the Babylonian Empire is personified in s.a.tan. The text therefore goes from one topic in 

the pashat/literal to the second level in the remez, or hint level, meaning that the first level is spiritually 

tied into the second level, just as s.a.tan himself is the evil behind the Babylonian Empire, and is tied into 

that state as its head.
