Lev 9 1-24  Aaron Offers Sacrifices
The first offerings of Aaron, for himself and the people

1 And it came to pass on the eighth day, that Moses called Aaron and his sons, and the elders of Israel; 2 And he said unto Aaron, Take thee a young calf for a sin offering, and a ram for a burnt offering, without blemish, and offer them before YHVH. 3 And unto the children of Israel thou shalt speak, saying, Take ye a kid of the goats for a sin offering; and a calf and a lamb, both of the first year, without blemish, for a burnt offering; 4 Also a bullock and a ram for peace offerings, to sacrifice before YHVH; and a meat offering mingled with oil: for to day YHVH will appear unto you. 5 And they brought אֵת that which Moses commanded before the tabernacle of the congregation: and all the congregation drew near and stood before YHVH.

 6 And Moses said, This is the thing which YHVH commanded that ye should do: and the glory of YHVH shall appear unto you. [Lev 9:24]  7 And Moses said unto Aaron, Go unto the altar, and offer thy sin offering, and thy burnt offering, and make an atonement for thyself, and for the people: and offer the offering of the people, and make an atonement for them; as YHVH commanded.

The sin offering

8 Aaron therefore went unto the altar, and slew the calf of the sin offering, which was for himself. 9 And the sons of Aaron brought the blood unto him: and he dipped his finger in the blood, and put it upon the horns of the altar, and poured out the blood at the bottom of the altar: 10 But the fat, and the kidneys, and the caul above the liver of the sin offering, he burnt upon the altar; as YHVH commanded Moses. 11 And the flesh and the hide he burnt with fire without the camp.

and the burn offering for himself

12 And he slew the burnt offering; and Aaron's sons presented unto him the blood, which he sprinkled round about upon the altar. 13 And they presented the burnt offering unto him, with the pieces thereof, and the head: and he burnt them upon the altar. 14 And he did wash the inwards and the legs, and burnt them upon the burnt offering on the altar.

the offerings for the people

15 And he brought אֵת the people's offering, and took the goat, which was the sin offering for the people, and slew it, and offered it for sin, as the first.

 16 And he brought the burnt offering, and offered it according to the manner. 17 And he brought the meat offering, and took an handful thereof, and burnt it upon the altar, beside the burnt sacrifice of the morning. 18 He slew also the bullock and the ram for a sacrifice of peace offerings, which was for the people: and Aaron's sons presented unto him the blood, which he sprinkled upon the altar round about, 19 And the fat of the bullock and of the ram, the rump, and that which covereth the inwards, and the kidneys, and the caul above the liver: 20 And they put the fat upon the breasts, and he burnt the fat upon the altar: 21 And the breasts and the right shoulder Aaron waved for a wave offering before YHVH; as Moses commanded. 22 And Aaron lifted up his hand toward the people, and blessed them, and came down from offering of the sin offering, and the burnt offering, and peace offerings.

Moses and Aaron bless the people

23 And Moses and Aaron went into the tabernacle of the congregation, and came out, and blessed the people: and the glory of YHVH appeared unto all the people.

Fire comes from YHVH, upon the altar

24 And there came a fire out from before YHVH, and consumed upon the altar the burnt offering and the fat: which when all the people saw, they shouted, and fell on their faces.

Lev 10 1-20 The and Death of Nadab and abihu

Aadab and Abihu, for offering strange fire, are burnt by fire
1 And Nadab נָדָב na·Dav and Abihu וַאֲבִיהוּא va·'a·vi·Hu, the sons of Aaron, took either אִישׁ 'ish of them his censer  מַחְתָּתוֹ mach·ta·To, and put fire אֵשׁ 'Esh therein, and put incense thereon, and offered strange זָרָה za·Rah fire [Exo30:9] before YHVH, which he commanded them not. 2 And there went out fire from YHVH, and devoured וַתֹּאכַל vat·To·chal them, and they died before YHVH. 3 Then Moses said unto Aaron, This is it that YHVH spake, saying, I will be sanctified in them that come nigh me, and before all the people I will be glorified. And Aaron held his peace. 4 And Moses called Mishael and Elzaphan, the sons of Uzziel the uncle of Aaron, and said unto them, Come near, carry your brethren from before the sanctuary out of the camp. 5 So they went near, and carried them in their coats out of the camp; as Moses had said.

Aaron and his sons are forbidden to mourn for them
6 And Moses said unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his sons, Uncover not your heads, neither rend your clothes; lest ye die, and lest wrath come upon all the people: but let your brethren, the whole house of Israel, bewail the burning which YHVH hath kindled. 7 And ye shall not go out from the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: for the anointing oil of YHVH is upon you. And they did according to the word of Moses.

The priests are forbidden wine when they are to go into the tabernacle
8 And YHVH spake unto Aaron, 
 saying, 9 Do not drink wine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons with thee, when ye go 
 into the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: it shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations: 10 And that ye may put difference between holy הַקֹּדֶשׁ hak·Ko·desh and unholy הַחֹל ha·Chol, and between unclean הַטָּמֵא hat·ta·Me and clean הַטָּהוֹר hat·ta·Hor; 11 And that ye may teach the children of Israelאֵת  all the statutes הַחֻקִּים ha·chuk·Kim which YHVH hath spoken unto them by the hand of Moses. 

 11 וּלְהוֹרֹת And that ye may teach u·le·ho·Rot אֶת־ 'et- בְּנֵי the children be·Nei יִשְׂרָאֵל of Israel Yis·ra·'El; אֵת 'et כָּל־ all kol- הַחֻקִּים all the statutes ha·chuk·Kim, אֲשֶׁר which 'a·Sher דִּבֶּרhath spoken dib·Ber יְהוָה which the LORD Yah·weh אֲלֵיהֶם to 'a·lei·Hem בְּיַד־ unto them by the hand be·yad- מֹשֶׁה פ of Moses mo·Sheh.
The law of eating the holy things
12 And Moses spake unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his sons that were left, Take the meat offering that remaineth of the offerings of YHVH made by fire, and eat it without leaven beside the altar: for it is most holy: 13 And ye shall eat it in the holy place, because it is thy due חָקְךָ cha·ke·Cha, and thy sons' בָּנֶיךָ ba·Nei·cha due וְחָק־ ve·chok-, of the sacrifices of YHVH made by fire: for so I am commanded. 14 And the wave הַתְּנוּפָה hat·te·nu·Fah breast חֲזֵה cha·Zeh and heave הַתְּרוּמָה hat·te·ru·Mah shoulder שׁוֹק Shok shall ye eat in a clean טָהוֹר ta·Hor place בְּמָקוֹם be·ma·Kom; thou, and thy sons, and thy daughters with thee: for they be thy due, and thy sons' due, which are given out of the sacrifices of peace offerings שַׁלְמֵי shal·Mei of the children of Israel. 15 The heave shoulder and the wave breast shall they bring with the offerings made by fire of the fat, to wave it for a wave offering before YHVH; and it shall be thine, and thy sons' with thee, by a statute for ever; as YHVH hath commanded.

Aaron's excuse for transgressing thereof

“ 17 Wherefore have ye not eaten אֲכַלְתֶּם 'a·chal·Tem אֶת־ 'et 
 the sin offering הַחַטָּאת ha·chat·taT in the holy place, seeing it is most holy, and God hath given it you to bear the iniquity of the congregation, to make atonement for them before YHVH? 18 Behold הֵן hen אֶת־ 'et-, the blood דָּמָהּ da·Mah of it was not brought in within the holy place: ye should indeed have eaten it in the holy place, as I commanded.”

19 And Aaron said unto Moses, 
“Behold הֵן hen, this day have they offered הִקְרִיבוּ hik·Ri·vu אֶת־ 'et- their sin offering חַטָּאתָם chat·ta·Tam and their burnt offering עֹלָתָם 'o·la·Tam  before YHVH; and such things have befallen me וַתִּקְרֶאנָה vat·tik·Re·nah: and if I had eaten the sin offering to day, should it have been accepted in the sight of YHVH?”

 20 And when Moses heard that, he was content.

Lev 11 1-41 Laws of Clean and Unclean Food
What animals may be eaten
1 And YHVH spake unto Moses and to Aaron, saying unto them, 2 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, These are the beasts which ye shall eat among all the beasts that are on the earth. 3 Whatsoever parteth the hoof, and is cloven-footed, and cheweth the cud, among the beasts, that shall ye eat.

and what may not be eaten
4 Nevertheless these shall ye not eat of them that chew the cud, or of them that divide the hoof: as the camel, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is unclean unto you. 5 And the coney, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is unclean unto you. 6 And the hare, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is unclean unto you. 7 And the swine, though he divide the hoof, and be cloven-footed, yet he cheweth not the cud; he is unclean to you. 8 Of their flesh shall ye not eat, and their carcass shall ye not touch; they are unclean to you.

What fishes
9 These shall ye eat of all that are in the waters: whatsoever hath fins and scales in the waters, in the seas, and in the rivers, them shall ye eat. 10 And all that have not fins and scales in the seas, and in the rivers, of all that move in the waters, and of any living thing which is in the waters, they shall be an abomination unto you: 11 They shall be even an abomination unto you; ye shall not eat of their flesh, but ye shall have their carcasses in abomination. 12 Whatsoever hath no fins nor scales in the waters, that shall be an abomination unto you.

What fowls
13 And these are they which ye shall have in abomination among the fowls; they shall not be eaten, they are an abomination: the eagle, and the ossifrage, and the ospray, 14 And the vulture, and the kite after his kind; 15  אֵת  Every raven after his kind;
 15 אֵת 'et כָּל־ every kol- עֹרֵב Every raven 'o·Rev לְמִינוֹ after his kind le·mi·No.
 16And the owl, and the night hawk, and the cuckoo, and the hawk after his kind, 17 And the little owl, and the cormorant, and the great owl, 18 And the swan, and the pelican, and the gier eagle, 19 And the stork, the heron after her kind, and the lapwing, and the bat. 20 All fowls that creep, going upon all four, shall be an abomination unto you. 21 Yet these may ye eat of every flying creeping thing that goeth upon all four, which have legs above their feet, to leap withal upon the earth; 22Even these of them ye may eat; the locust after his kind, and the bald locust after his kind, and the beetle after his kind, and the grasshopper after his kind. 23 But all other flying creeping things, which have four feet, shall be an abomination unto you. 24 And for these ye shall be unclean: whosoever toucheth the carcass of them shall be unclean until the even. 25 And whosoever beareth ought of the carcass of them shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the even. 26 The carcasses of every beast which divideth the hoof, and is not cloven-footed, nor cheweth the cud, are unclean unto you: every one that toucheth them shall be unclean. 27 And whatsoever goeth upon his paws, among all manner of beasts that go on all four, those are unclean unto you: whoso toucheth their carcass shall be unclean until the even. 28 And he that beareth the carcass of them shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the even: they are unclean unto you.

The creeping things which are unclean
29 These also shall be unclean unto you among the creeping things that creep upon the earth; the weasel, and the mouse, and the tortoise after his kind, 30 And the ferret, and the chameleon, and the lizard וְהַלְּטָאָה ve·hal·le·ta·'Ah, 
 and the snail, and the mole.  31 These are unclean to you among all that creep: whosoever doth touch them, when they be dead, shall be unclean until the even. 32 And upon whatsoever any of them, when they are dead, doth fall, it shall be unclean; whether it be any vessel of wood, or raiment, or skin, or sack, whatsoever vessel it be, wherein any work is done, it must be put into water, and it shall be unclean until the even; so it shall be cleansed. 33 And every earthen vessel, whereinto any of them falleth, whatsoever is in it shall be unclean; and ye shall break it. 34 Of all meat which may be eaten, that on which such water cometh shall be unclean: and all drink that may be drunk in every such vessel shall be unclean. 35 And every thing whereupon any part of their carcass falleth shall be unclean; whether it be oven, or ranges for pots, they shall be broken down: for they are unclean and shall be unclean unto you. 36 Nevertheless a fountain or pit, wherein there is plenty of water, shall be clean: but that which toucheth their carcass shall be unclean. 37 And if any part of their carcass fall upon any sowing seed which is to be sown, it shall be clean.38 But if any water be put upon the seed, and any part of their carcass fall thereon, it shall be unclean unto you. 39 And if any beast, of which ye may eat, die; he that toucheth the carcass thereof shall be unclean until the even. 40 And he that eateth of the carcass of it shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the even: he also that beareth the carcass of it shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the even. 41 And every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth shall be an abomination; it shall not be eaten. 42 Whatsoever goeth upon the belly גָּחוֹן ga·Chon, 
 and whatsoever goeth upon all four, or whatsoever hath more feet among all creeping things that creep upon the earth, them ye shall not eat; for they are an abomination. 43 Ye shall not make yourselves abominable with any creeping thing that creepeth, neither shall ye make yourselves unclean with them, that ye should be defiled thereby. 44 For I am YHVH your God: ye shall therefore sanctify yourselves, and ye shall be holy; for I am holy: neither shall ye defile yourselves with any manner of creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 45 For I am YHVH that bringeth you up out of the land of Egypt, to be your God: ye shall therefore be holy, for I am holy. 
 46 This is the law of the beasts, and of the fowl, and of every living creature that moveth in the waters, and of every creature that creepeth upon the earth: 47 To make a difference between the unclean and the clean, and between the beast that may be eaten and the beast that may not be eaten.

3 And they set the ark אֶת־ 'et- אֲרוֹן a·Ron of God upon a new חֲדָשָׁה cha·da·Shah cart עֲגָלָה 'a·ga·Lah, 
 and brought it out of the house of Abinadab אֲבִינָדָב 'a·vi·na·Dav that was in Gibeah בַּגִּבְעָה bag·giv·'Ah : and Uzzah וְעֻזָּא ve·'uz·Za and Ahio וְאַחְיוֹ ve·'ach·Yo, the sons of Abinadab, drave the new cart.  4 And they brought it out of the house of Abinadab which was at Gibeah, accompanying the ark of God: and Ahio went before the ark.  5 And David and all the house of Israel played before the LORD on all manner of instruments made of fir wood,
  even on harps, and on psalteries, and on timbrels, and on cornets, and on cymbals.

57 The LORD our God be with us, as he was with our fathers: let him not leave us, nor forsake us:

58 That he may incline our hearts unto him, to walk in all his ways, and to keep his commandments, and his statutes, and his judgments, which he commanded our fathers.

59 And let these my words, wherewith I have made supplication before the LORD, be nigh unto the LORD our God day and night, that he maintain the cause of his servant, and the cause of his people Israel at all times, as the matter shall require:

60 That all the people of the earth may know that the LORD is God, and that there is none else.

61 Let your heart therefore be perfect with the LORD our God, to walk in his statutes, and to keep his commandments, as at this day.

Mar 7:1-23 
 Pharisees teaching commandments and teachings of men
Traditions and Commandments

1 Then came together unto him the Pharisees, and certain of the scribes, which came from Jerusalem.  2 And when they saw some of his disciples eat bread with defiled, that is to say, with unwashen, hands, they found fault.  3 For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, except they wash their hands oft, eat not, holding the tradition of the elders.  4 And when they come from the market, except they wash, they eat not. And many other things there be, which they have received to hold, as the washing of cups, and pots, brasen vessels, and of tables.  5 Then the Pharisees and scribes asked him, Why walk not thy disciples according to the tradition of the elders, but eat bread with unwashen hands?  6 He answered and said unto them, Well hath Isaiah prophesied of you hypocrites, as it is written, This people honoureth me with their lips, but their heart is far from me.
  7 Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.  8 For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, as the washing of pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do.  9 And he said unto them, Full well ye reject the commandment of God, that ye may keep your own tradition.  10 For Moses said, Honour thy father and thy mother; and, Whoso curseth father or mother, let him die the death:  11 But ye say, If a man shall say to his father or mother, It is Corban, 
 that is to say, a gift, by whatsoever thou mightest be profited by me; he shall be free.
  12 And ye suffer him no more to do ought for his father or his mother;  13 Making the word of God of none effect through your tradition, which ye have delivered: and many such like things do ye.
What Defiles a Person

14 And when he had called all the people unto him, he said unto them, Hearken unto me every one of you, and understand:  15 There is nothing from without a man, that entering into him can defile him: but the things which come out of him, those are they that defile the man.  16 If any man have ears to hear, let him hear.  17 And when he was entered into the house from the people, his disciples asked him concerning the parable.  18 And he saith unto them, Are ye so without understanding also? Do ye not perceive, that whatsoever thing from without entereth into the man, it cannot defile him;  19 Because it entereth not into his heart, but into the belly, and goeth out into the draught, purging all meats? 
  20 And he said, That which cometh out of the man, that defileth the man.
  21 For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders,  22 Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness:  23 All these evil things come from within, and defile the man.

� Jot and Tittle: elongated vav the word for belly גָּחוֹן  gachon H1512 H1512 KJC:2 Gen 3:14 & Lev 11:42; probably from H1518.


Teaching: The Heart/Belly of the Torah by Monte Judah


This is not one of the Jots and Tittle of Moses. It is a mark made by scribes to indicate the very center of the Torah. On either side of this letter "vav" are an equal number of letters making up the Torah. However, its placement is very profound and carries part of the message given in the book of Leviticus. 


The elongated vav is in the word for belly. It is the belly of the Torah. It is also the part of Torah that teaches about holiness and what we are not to bring near to our souls. The soul is in the torso (belly) of the person. 


Three appetites are given to every man: ego (passion for life), food, and sex. Torah teaches us that there are limits on those appetites and restricts those things that profane our souls and keep us from being holy. It is the very rationale for the letter to the Gentiles given in Acts 15. That letter is a shortened teaching on the middle (belly) portions of the Torah. Some Torah teachers prefer the expression "the heart of the Torah" since it part of the vital organ set within the torso. Therefore, the letter to the Gentiles is to instruct them first to pursue the "heart of the Torah."
