� Concision G2699  katatome κατατομή; only here (Php 3:2). The verb katatemno Occurs in the Septuagint of heathen mutilations. Lev_21:5. 1Ki_18:28. Paul regards the circumcision of the Judaizers as a mere ordinance, no better than a heathen one. Compare Rom_2:26-29. 1Co_7:19, Gal_1:5, Gal_1:6; Gal_6:15.  Source CB Notes.


� RSTNE 6203 Paul does not negate circumcision at all, but merely states that a believer is not to trust in anything but Yahshua for right standing before YHWH.


� RSTNE 6204 Torah was never given to impart salvation, or an eternal right standing with YHWH. It was used to lead us to Messiah, and now guides us by Messiah, who alone imparts righteousness. Messiah Yahshua uses Torah to guard us from being led astray.


� of the dead. All the texts read, "the one from (Greek. ek) the dead", making the expression emphatic. App-189. The term resurrection of the dead (anastasis nekron) is of frequent occurrence (Mat_22:31. Act_17:32; Act_23:6. 1Co_15:12, 1Co_15:13, 1Co_15:21, 1Co_15:42. Heb_6:2, &c.), and includes the resurrection to life, of the just, and the resurrection to judgment, of the unjust (Joh_5:29. Act_24:15. Dan_12:2). Resurrection from the dead (ek nekron) implies the resurrection of some, the former of these two classes, the others being left behind. See Luk_20:35. Act_4:2. Paul had no doubt of attaining to this, as may he seen from 1Th_4:15-17, written some ten years before. The exanastasis must therefore mean a further selection of some before the anastasis of 1Th_4:14, and Paul was not yet sure of attaining to this. Perhaps he had the assurance when he wrote 2Ti_4:7. It is noteworthy that there is no reference to any living ones being caught up, or any parousia of the Lord here, as in 1Th_4:15, 1Th_4:16,  Source CB Notes.
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
