Lev 25:1-38  The Sabbath Year and Year of Jubilee
the Sabbath of the seventh year

The jubilee in the fiftieth year

8 And thou shalt number וְסָפַרְתָּ ve·sa·far·Ta seven שֶׁבַע sva' sabbaths שַׁבְּתֹת shab·be·Tot of years unto thee, seven times seven years; and the space of the seven sabbaths of years shall be unto thee forty and nine 49 years.  9 Then shalt thou cause the trumpet of the jubilee to sound on the tenth day of the seventh month, in the day of atonement shall ye make the trumpet sound throughout all your land.  10 And ye shall hallow וְקִדַּשְׁתֶּם ve·kid·dash·Tem, אֵת the fiftieth 50 הַחֲמִשִּׁים ha·cha·mish·Shim year, and proclaim וּקְרָאתֶם u·ke·ra·Tem liberty דְּרוֹר de·Ror 
 throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof: it shall be a jubilee יוֹבֵל yo·Vel 
 unto you; and ye shall return וְשַׁבְתֶּם ve·shav·Tem every man unto his possession אֲחֻזָּתוֹ a·chuz·za·To,
 and ye shall return תָּשֻׁבוּ ta·Shu·vu every man unto his family.

  12 For it is the jubilee; it shall be holy unto you: ye shall eat תֹּאכְלוּ to·che·Lu אֶת־ 'et the increase תְּבוּאָתָהּ te·vu·'a·Tah 
 thereof out of the field.  13 In the year of this jubilee ye shall return every man unto his possession.

Of oppression

14 And if thou sell ought unto thy neighbor, or buyest ought of thy neighbor's hand, ye shall not oppress one another:  15 According to the number בְּמִסְפַּר be·mis·Par of years after the jubilee thou shalt buy תִּקְנֶה tik·Neh of מֵאֵת me·'Et thy neighbor עֲמִיתֶךָ 'a·mi·Te·cha , and according unto the number of years of the fruits he shall sell unto thee:  16 According to the multitude of years thou shalt increase the price thereof, and according to the fewness of years thou shalt diminish the price of it: for according to the number of the years of the fruits doth he sell unto thee.  17 Ye shall not therefore oppress תוֹנוּ to·Nu אֶת־ 'et- one another; but thou shalt fear thy God: for I am YHVH your God.

A blessing of obedience

18 Wherefore ye shall do my statutes, and keep my judgments, and do them; and ye shall dwell in the land in safety.  19 And the land shall yield her fruit, and ye shall eat your fill, and dwell therein in safety.  20 And if ye shall say, What shall we eat the seventh year? behold, we shall not sow, nor gather in our increase:  21 Then I will command  וְצִוִּיתִי ve·tziv·Vi·ti my blessing  אֶת־ 'et- בִּרְכָתִי bir·cha·Ti upon you in the sixth year, and it shall bring forth fruit אֶת־ 'et- הַתְּבוּאָה hat·te·vu·'Ah for three 3 years.

The redemption of land

23 The land shall not be sold for ever: for the land is mine,
 for ye אַתֶּם 'at·Tem are strangers גֵרִים ge·Rim and sojourners וְתוֹשָׁבִים ve·to·sha·Vim with me.  24 And in all the land of your possession ye shall grant a redemption גְּאֻלָּה ge·'ul·Lah 
 for the land.  25 If thy brother be waxen poor יָמוּךְ ya·Much,
 and hath sold away some of his possession [H272], and if any of his kin come to redeem  גֹאֲלוֹ go·'a·Lo it, then shall he redeem that which his brother sold.

  26 And if the man have none to redeem it, and himself be able to redeem it;  27 Then let him count the years of the sale thereof, and restore the overplus אֶת־ 'et- הָעֹדֵף ha·'o·Def unto the man to whom he sold it; that he may return unto his possession.  28 But if he be not able to restore it to him, then that which is sold shall remain in the hand of him that hath bought it until the year of jubilee: and in the jubilee it shall go out, and he shall return unto his possession.

Of houses

29 And if a man sell a dwelling מוֹשַׁב mo·Shav house in a walled city, then he may redeem it within a whole year after it is sold; within a full year may he redeem it.  30 And if it be not redeemed within the space of a full year, then the house that is in the walled city shall be established for ever to him that bought it throughout his generations: it shall not go out in the jubilee.  31 But the houses of the villages which have no wall round about them shall be counted as the fields of the country: they may be redeemed, and they shall go out in the jubilee.  32 Notwithstanding the cities of the Levites [Num 35:1-8; Jos 21:1-8.], and the houses of the cities of their possession, may the Levites redeem at any time.  33 And if a man purchase יִגְאַל yig·'Al of the Levites, then the house that was sold, and the city of his possession, shall go out in the year of jubilee: for the houses of the cities of the Levites are their possession among the children of Israel.  34 But the field of the suburbs of their cities may not be sold; for it is their perpetual possession לָהֶם ס la·Hem.
Compassion to the poor

35 And if thy brother be waxen poor, and fallen in decay 
 with thee; then thou shalt relieve him: yea, though he be a stranger, or a sojourner; that he may live with thee.  36 Take thou no usury מֵאִתּוֹ me·'it·To  נֶשֶׁךְ Ne·shech of him, or increase: but fear thy God; that thy brother may live with thee.  37 Thou shalt not give him thy money upon usury, nor lend him thy victuals for increase וּבְמַרְבִּית u·ve·mar·Bit 
.  38 I am YHVH your God, which brought you forth out of the land of Egypt, to give you the land of Canaan, and to be your God.

Jer 32:6-27
haftorah  Jeremiah Imprisoned by Zedekiah, Buys Hanamel's Field, Prays
Jeremiah, being imprisoned by Zedekiah for his prophecy, Jer 32:1-6
…
buys Hanameel's field.

6 And Jeremiah said, The word of YHVH came unto me, saying,

“7 Behold, Hanameel the son of Shallum thine uncle shall come unto thee saying, Buy thee my field that is in Anathoth: for the right of redemption is thine to buy it.  8 So Hanameel mine uncle's son came to me in the court of the prison according to the word of YHVH, and said unto me, Buy my field, I pray thee, that is in Anathoth, which is in the country of Benjamin: for the right of inheritance is thine, and the redemption is thine; buy it for thyself. Then I knew that this was the word of YHVH.  9 And I bought the field of Hanameel my uncle's son, that was in Anathoth, and weighed him the money, even seventeen shekels of silver.  10 And I subscribed the evidence, and sealed it, and took witnesses, and weighed him the money in the balances.  11 So I took the evidence of the purchase, both that which was sealed according to the law and custom, and that which was open:  12 And I gave the evidence of the purchase unto Baruch the son of Neriah, the son of Maaseiah, in the sight of Hanameel mine uncle's son, and in the presence of the witnesses that subscribed the book of the purchase, before all the Jews that sat in the court of the prison.”
Baruch must preserve the evidences, as tokens of the people's return.

13 And I charged Baruch before them, saying,

15 For thus saith YHVH of hosts, the God of Israel; Houses and fields and vineyards shall be possessed again in this land.

Jeremiah in his prayer complains to God.

16 Now when I had delivered the evidence of the purchase unto Baruch the son of Neriah, I prayed unto YHVH, saying,  17 Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard for thee:  18 Thou shewest lovingkindness unto thousands, and recompensest the iniquity of the fathers into the bosom of their children after them: the Great, the Mighty God, YHVH of hosts, is his name,  19 Great in counsel, and mighty in work: for thine eyes are open upon all the ways of the sons of men: to give every one according to his ways, and according to the fruit of his doings:  20 Which hast set signs and wonders in the land of Egypt, even unto this day, and in Israel, and among other men; and hast made thee a name, as at this day;  21 And hast brought forth thy people Israel out of the land of Egypt with signs, and with wonders, and with a strong hand, and with a stretched out arm, and with great terror;  22 And hast given them this land, which thou didst swear to their fathers to give them, a land flowing with milk and honey;  23 And they came in, and possessed it; but they obeyed not thy voice, neither walked in thy law; they have done nothing of all that thou commandedst them to do: therefore thou hast caused all this evil to come upon them:

24 Behold the mounts, they are come unto the city to take it; and the city is given into the hand of the Chaldeans, that fight against it, because of the sword, and of the famine, and of the pestilence: and what thou hast spoken is come to pass; and, behold, thou seest it.  25 And thou hast said unto me, O Lord GOD, Buy thee the field for money, and take witnesses; for the city is given into the hand of the Chaldeans.

God confirms the captivity for their sins;

26 Then came the word of YHVH unto Jeremiah, saying,  27 Behold, I am YHVH, the God of all flesh: is there any thing too hard for me?

Joh 10:1-33 brit  …Parable of the Good Shepherd; Belief and Unbelief of the Jews
Jesus is the door, and the good shepherd

10:1 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber. 2 But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. 3 To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out. 4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice. 5 And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers. 6 This parable spake Jesus unto them: but they understood not what things they were which he spake unto them. 7 Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep. 8 All that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not hear them. 9 I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture. 10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. 11 I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep. 12 But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the sheep. 13 The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for the sheep. 14 I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known of mine. 15 As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep. 16 And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd. 17 Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again. 18 No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father.
Diverse opinions of him.
19 There was a division therefore again among the Jews for these sayings. 20 And many of them said, He hath a devil, and is mad; why hear ye him? 21 Others said, These are not the words of him that hath a devil. Can a devil open the eyes of the blind? 22 And it was at Jerusalem the feast of the dedication, and it was winter.
He proves by his works that he is Jesus the Son of God
 23 And Jesus walked in the temple in Solomon's porch. 24 Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, How long dost thou make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly. 25 Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me. 26 But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said unto you. 27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: 28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand. 30 I and my Father are one.
