The KJ Concordance usage for H6508 shows three instances where the translations are 1) forest, 1 Neh 2:8; 2) orchard, 1 Son 4:13; & 3) orchards, 1 Ecc 2:5.  The only LXX cross-reference for H6508is Strong’s #G3857 paradeisos…and obvious Greek transliteration.


� PaRDeS is an acronym using the transliterated English letters P, R, D & S.  see Word-Study-H6508-PaRDeS-G3857-Paradeisos.doc

Sample verses: Gen 9:5 KJV “And surely your blood of your lives will I require H1875; at the hand of every beast will I require H1875 it, and at the hand of man; at the hand of every man's brother will I require H1875 the life of man.” Gen 9:5 is the first place this word is found (i.e. H1857 is found) and it's used three times.  Deu 18:19 KJV  “And it shall come to pass, that whosoever will not hearken unto my words which he shall speak in my name, I will require H1875 it of him.” See "H1875 darash Require - Deu 18-19, I will require it of him.doc"


� Strong's #H5475 sod, from #H3245 (YaSaD); a session, that is, company of persons (in close deliberation); by implication intimacy, consultation, a secret: - assembly, counsel, inward, secret (counsel).  Sample verse Gen 49:6 (first use) where Jacob is prophesying over Simeon and Levi Gen 49:6 KJV “O my soul, come not thou into their secret; H5475  unto their assembly,H6951 QaHaL, mine honour, be not thou united: for in their anger they slew a man, and in their selfwill they digged down a wall.
