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Introduction

From a Christian point of view the story of Ruth is of utmost importance because Yeshua
 lineage includes Boaz and Ruth.  As one who subscribes to the Two House one covenant doctrine this is important to me because Boaz is a shadow picture of Yeshua who was sent “but unto the lost sheep of the House of Israel” i.e. to redeem them.

Comment: This translation is confusing, but can it be translated like “are you still, legally speaking, my daughter (in law)”? If that is a proper rephrasing of the verse, then could it be understood to mean that Naomi is asking Ruth if, legally speaking, you are still my daughter in law?  In other words, because “by the law of redemption” did Boaz redeem you and take her as his wife (Rut 4:13) and therefore change your legal status to be like that of Rachel and Leah (Rut 4:11)?  Can I, through interpretation, connect the standalone Aleph Tav in Ruth 3:16 to Yeshua, by suggesting that it is through his sacrifice the redemption can occur.

Principle Players in  the Book of Ruth
 

Naomi:  Wife of Elimelech and mother-in-law of Ruth.  She went with her husband to the land of Moab, and after his death returned to Bethlehem. When greeted on her return, she told the women of the town to call her, not Naomi (“pleasantness”), but Marah (“bitterness”), “for,” she said, “the Almighty hath dealt very bitterly.  with me.”.  She advised Ruth in her dealings with Boaz, and afterward nursed their child.  The name may mean “my joy,” “my bliss,” but is perhaps better explained according to the traditional interpretation as “the pleasant one.”
Elimelech “My God King”; Husband of Naomi, from the tribe of Judah, Native of Bethlehem, Hereditary possession near Bethlehem, Husband, two sons Mahlon and Chilion, emigrates to Moab where, 10 years latter all the men die leaving three woman as widows…Naomi, Ruth and Orpah.
Mahlon (“sick” or “invalid”) and Chilion (“wasting away or “pining away”): sons of Elimelech and both marry Moabite woman,  Mahlon is Ruth’s first husband and Chilion is Orpah’s husband

Naomi: Means “pleasant” (or maybe “my joy”) but wanted to be called marah “bitterness”.  Gave wise advice to Ruth in dealing with Boaz.
Ruth: contraction from reuth signifying “friend”, see Exo 11:2;

Orpah: “neck” (also “stiff neck” or “gazelle”); unlike Ruth she stays in Moab after being persuaded by Naomi.

Boaz: “quickness?” a Kinsmen of Elimelech, described as gibbor hayil “a might man of valur” or “a man of position and wealth”.  He had shown kindness to Ruth. He redeemed the family property of Elimelech from the Next-of-Kin.  The name of one of the two bronze pillars erected in front of Solomon’s temple.  Descendents of Boaz and Ruth => Obed “worshipper”, Jesse “wealthy?”, David and Solomon “to be quiet” or “peaceful”.  
Unnamed next of kin redeemer to Ruth: Boaz to him regarding the matter of his role as kinsmen (Rut 4:1-?). In Rut 4:4 he agrees to buy Elimelech’s land for the benefit of Naomi, but in Rut 4:5 Boaz also says that he must also buy Ruth
. The next-of-kin balks after hearing the second part so he says he cannot and so delegates the redemption to Boaz.
Aleph Tav?
Summary Ruth Chapter 4
Rth 4:5-6 KJV  - an offer is made
5 Then said Boaz, What day thou buyest the field of the hand of Naomi, thou must buy it also of Ruth the Moabitess, the wife of the dead, to raise up the name of the dead upon his inheritance.  6 And the kinsman said, I cannot redeem it for myself, lest I mar mine own inheritance: redeem thou my right to thyself; for I cannot redeem it.
What Boaz did that the next of Kin failed to do was to raise up the name of Elimelech which means “My God King”.  YHVH was the Elohim for the House of Israel (Ephraim) but after they got the Bill of Divorce, it was like he had said to them “you are dead to me”.  Because YHVH vacated this office, Elohim for Ephraim, the affect was that it was dead to Ephraim as well.  

Boaz went out of his way to create the office of kinsmen redeemer (by contract) and thus accomplished through the children of Ruth to raise up the name of Elimelech = My God King.  Prophetically this office is what Yeshua will take on allowing Ephramites, who are the children of the divorced wife, to claim their inheritance. Redeemed Ephraim can now say “My God King” lives.

So he drew off his shoe.  9 And Boaz said unto the elders, and unto all the people, Ye are witnesses this day, that I have bought all that was Elimelech's, and all that was Chilion's and Mahlon's, of the hand of Naomi.  10 Moreover Ruth the Moabitess, the wife of Mahlon, have I purchased to be my wife, to raise up the name of the dead upon his inheritance, that the name of the dead be not cut off from among his brethren, and from the gate of his place: ye are witnesses this day.  11 And all the people that were in the gate, and the elders, said, We are witnesses. YHVH make the woman that is come into thine house like Rachel and like Leah, which two did build the house of Israel: and do thou worthily in Ephratah, and be famous in Bethlehem:  12 And let thy house be like the house of Pharez, whom Tamar bare unto Judah, of the seed which YHVH shall give thee of this young woman.
Legal Analysis: An offer has been made by Boaz and taken by the unnamed next of kin (Rut 4:5-6).  Now the two are going through the process of making it an official confirmation with witness in the place where public court is held which is inside the gates of the city.  The purchase was for all that was Elimelech’s, Chilion’s and Mahlon’s and also Ruth the Moabite.  The exchange of the shoes
 represents quid pro quo.
