To prosecute, persecute, pursue with repeated acts of enmity (Mat 5:10-12, Mat 5:44; Mat 10:23; Mat 23:34; Luk 21:12; Joh 5:16; Joh 15:20; Act 7:52; Act 9:4-5; Act 22:4, Act 22:7-8; Act 26:11, Act 26:14-15; Rom 12:14; 1Co 15:9; 2Co 4:9; Gal 1:13, Gal 1:23; Gal 4:29; Gal 5:11; Gal 6:12; Phi 3:6; 2Ti 3:12; Rev 12:13). To follow after (Luk 17:23). To follow or press hard after, to pursue with earnestness and diligence in order to obtain, to go after with the desire of obtaining (Rom 9:30-31; Rom 12:13; Rom 14:19; 1Co 14:1; Phi 3:12, Phi 3:14; 1Th 5:15; 1Ti 6:11; 2Ti 2:22; Heb 12:14; 1Pe 3:11).

Deriv.: diōgmós (G1375), persecution; diṓktēs (G1376), a persecutor; ekdiṓkō (G1559), to drive out; katadiṓkō (G2614), to search persistently.

Syn.: thlíbō (G2346), to press, distress, trouble; apothlíbō (G598), to press, crush; biázō (G971), to press violently or force one's way into; sunéchō (G4912), to constrain; enéchō (G1758), to set oneself against; epíkeimai (G1945), to press upon; epipíptō (G1968), to fall upon, press upon.

Ant.: phulássō (G5442), to guard, watch, keep; diaphulássō (G1314), to guard carefully, defend; phrouréō (G5432), to keep under guard; sṓzō (G4982), to deliver; diasṓzō (G1295), to bring safely through; tēréō (G5083), to watch over, preserve; diatēréō (G1301), to keep carefully.
