The Greeks called the dragon a species of serpent because he could see so well. In the NT, drákōn is used only symbolically for Satan (Rev 12:3-4, Rev 12:7, Rev 12:9, Rev 12:13, Rev 12:16-17; Rev 13:2, Rev 13:4, Rev 13:11; Rev 16:13; Rev 20:2 [cf. Gen 3:1 ff.]).

Used as the emblem of wisdom or cunning, e.g., in a good sense (Mat 10:16); in a bad sense of maliciousness (Mat 23:33).

Syn.: échidna (G2191), an adder, viper or other poisonous snake, metaphorically used for evil character; herpetón (G2062), a creeping thing, a reptile, serpent.
