A search of the King James for the word dispensation returns these four verses.
1Co 9:17  
For if I do this thing willingly, I have a reward: but if against my will, a dispensation of the gospel is committed unto me.

As a previous footnote shows, this Greek word oikonomia is either translated, in the KJV, as dispensation or steward(ship).
For a “Two Houser”, at least for this Two Houser,  the –ism of dispensation means to dispense with, do away with or overcome The Bill of Divorce given to one of the houses The House of Israel aka Ephraim.  The “good news” i.e. the “gospel” is that the Bill of Divorce has been resolved, discharged, done away with i.e. dispensed.  
Dispensed World.  In this context, the world, i.e. age, era (eon which comes from aion G165) that was “dispensed” was the time frame that the House of Israel had the legal status of being under the spiritual debt known as the Bill of Divorce.  The House of Judah, the other house was also greatly effected in this era (although indirectly) because that was the era when the Kingdom of Israel was divided.  As a direct and proximate cause of the sacrifice that was Yeshua, the Kingdom of Israel can be united. 
  It’s not a brand new world as this was the intent of the Father from the beginning.
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Dispense can be thought of like at Yom Kippur dispensing a debt or the Economy of God where you office is to dispense i.e. be in the spiritual welfare distribution / dispensing business.  You could also think of it as dispensing justice / judgment (see Pray-for-the-peace-of-Jerusalem-Psa-122)

Webster’s on Dispensation

DISPENSATION, n. [L. See Dispense.]

1. Distribution; the act of dealing out to different persons or places; as the dispensation of water indifferently to all parts of the earth.

2. The dealing of God to his creatures; the distribution of good and evil, natural or moral, in the divine government.

Neither are Gods methods or intentions different in his dispensations to each private man.

3. The granting of a license, or the license itself, to do what is forbidden by laws or canons, or to omit something which is commanded; that is, the dispensing with a law or canon, or the exemption of a particular person from the obligation to comply with its injunctions. The pope has power to dispense with the canons of the church, but has no right to grant dispensations to the injury of a third person.

A dispensation was obtained to enable Dr. Barrow to marry.

4. That which is dispensed or bestowed; a system of principles and rites enjoined; as the Mosaic dispensation; the gospel dispensation; including, the former the Levitical law and rites; the latter the scheme of redemption by Christ.

DISPENSATION Bouvier’s 1856 Law Dictionary 4th ed.
A relaxation of law for the benefit or advantage of an individual. In the United States, no power exists, except in the legislature, to dispense with law, and then it is not so much a dispensation as a change of the law.
