A masculine noun indicating a native-born person of a land (Eze 47:22) as opposed to a stranger (gēr) or settler (tôšaḇ). These persons had full rights to take part in Israel's rites and festivals (Exo 12:19, Exo 12:48-49; Lev 16:29; Jos 8:33). Strangers could be treated as natives in some cases (Exo 12:48) and were to have, in general, respect and humanitarian treatment just as the natives (Lev 19:34). They were to be loved. It is used figuratively to describe native soil (Psa 37:35).
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
