ṣō’n: A common noun referring to a flock, sheep. It is used literally most often to refer to small cattle, that is, goats and/or sheep (Gen 4:2, Gen 4:4; Gen 30:31-32; 1Sa 25:2). The phrase benê ṣō’n refers to individual sheep or goats (Psa 114:4). The flock was important for food (Amo 6:4); clothing materials (Gen 31:19); drink, milk (Deu 32:14); especially sacrificial victims (Gen 4:4; Lev 1:2, Lev 1:10); and as a major part of a person's wealth (Gen 12:16; Gen 13:5). It is used figuratively often of children, of persons, multitudes of people, of Israel as sheep especially (Num 27:17; 1Ki 22:17; Job 21:11); of Israel wandering as sheep in sin (2Sa 24:17; Isa 53:6; Eze 24:5; Eze 34:2-3, etc.; Zec 9:16; Zec 10:2; Zec 11:4; Zec 13:7); of Israel as sheep led by the Lord (Psa 77:20 [21]; Psa 78:52); of a scattered, destroyed Babylon as confused sheep (Isa 13:14; Jer 50:45). Edom is pictured as a flock (Jer 49:20).

śeh: A common noun meaning sheep, lamb. It refers to a young lamb of sheep or a young kid of goats, a part of a larger unit of animals, a flock (ṣō’n) (Gen 22:7). The animals were of great value for wealth in general, food, sacrifices, milk. They were a favorite subject in figures of speech indicating lost or straying persons, as well as sheep themselves (Psa 119:176). They were used figuratively of Israel (Eze 34:17). The Suffering Servant was slaughtered like a sheep (Isa 53:7). The lamb was used in the Passover ritual (Exo 12:3-5).
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
