It identifies unclean food (Deu 14:3); the activity of the idolater (Isa 41:24); the practice of child sacrifice (Deu 12:31); intermarriage by the Israelites (Mal 2:11); the religious activities of the wicked (Pro 21:27); and homosexual behavior (Lev 18:22). In a broader sense, the word is used to identify anything offensive (Pro 8:7).

A primitive root; to loathe, that is, (morally) detest: - (make to be) abhor (-red), (be, commit more, do) abominable (-y), X utterly.
