The Four Desires 

Gen 3:16
 "Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow  and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire tesh-oo-kaw H8669 shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee."

These are known as The Four Desires, because they represent the four places in Scripture where the word teshukah (desire) is used:

Woman desires to rule over man (Gen_3:16), but man is commanded to rule with love. H8669

Sin desires to rule over us (Gen_4:7), but we are commanded to overcome it. H8669

The rain desires to flood the earth (Psa_65:9, OJB: Psa 65:10), but God restrains it.  H7783 shuq
