This word is found 114 time and only twice in the Torah, and the KJC in my e-Sword doesn’t get the first one which is in Gen 2:25???  The other time it’s used in the Torah is Exo 32:1 and it is translated as delay which is the only time, out of 114 times (except for the aforementioned mistake) it’s translated like that???  Delayed isn’t even close to the rest of the words which are ashamed / shamed, or confounded.
